Article 9.1i (Prevention of Waste) instructs us to report SVHC in article information to ECHA
starting Jan 5, 2021. The reporting is done in ECHA’s “SCIP” database. Elo’s suppliers can
enter information into SCIP database themselves, or they need to provide the detailed
information Elo requires to enter into SCIP.

Many EU member states have transposed this EU directive into national law. For example,
Germany has codified this into their Waste Management Act (KrWG). KrWG codifies different
regulations for different types of waste including ELV (AltfahrzeugV), batteries (BatterieG), and
EEE (ElektroG).
